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Chinese Language Studies
Two years ago, Northern

Burlington County Regional
School District embarked on a
new venture in World Languages.

Based on a survey, the district
added Mandarin Chinese to the
curriculum at both the middle and
the high school.  That move
proved to be a fortunate choice,
indeed.

That decision put Northern
ahead of the pack, as a growing
number of schools across the
country began making Mandarin
Chinese an option in their World
Languages studies.

Just seven years ago, the
number of United States students
learning Mandarin, the official
language of China, was around
5,000.

According to the American
Council on the Teaching of
Foreign Languages, that number
is upwards to 50,000 students in
2007.

Perhaps a catalyst for the
proliferation of Mandarin pro-
grams throughout today’s high
schools may be the College
Board’s decision to offer an AP
test in Mandarin for the first time
this year.

The College Board estimates
that between 1,500 and 2,000
high school students will take the
inaugural Chinese AP exam.

Global Society
Another catalyst may be that

more people speak Mandarin than
any other language in the world.

Indeed, over a billion people
speak Mandarin as compared to
341 million English speakers.

The World Intellectual Prop-
erty Organization states that this
year Chinese will top English as
the most-used language on the
Internet.

There is also the possibility of
increased job opportunities.

Whatever the reasons for the
recent surge in Mandarin are,
schools with Mandarin programs,
especially Mandarin-immersion
schools, have seen high academic
outcomes in other subjects and
high academic outcomes in terms
of language proficiency due to the
introduction of this language into
their world language programs.

 According to Sally Lopez,
Northern’s Director of World
Languages, the district decided to
introduce Mandarin in the middle

school first because Mandarin is
easier to learn when you’re
younger.

This fall, the program was
expanded to the high school with
the offering of the Level 2 course.

Next year,  the program has
the potential of expanding to a
Level 3 course, provided there is
interest among the students.

According to state graduation
requirements, students only have
to take one year of a foreign
language.

Mrs. Lopez notes that many
choose to take more than one year
of foreign language for college
preparation.

Currently, there are 62 stu-
dents studying Mandarin Chinese
at Northern.  Many of these
students are taking Mandarin
along with a second foreign
language.
